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1. General Rule
1.1 Local operating rules: The following are local operating rules adopted by the membership
of AKA. Any aspect not covered here will revert to IKF rules and regulations, as printed in the
Official IKF Rules Manual.
1.2 Primary Rules: AKA will run IKF and regulations for all race classes except as defined
below.
1.3 Voting Eligibility: Only primary and associate membership holders may vote at AKA club
meetings.
1.4 Tire Rule: Any brand kart tire is allowed in all classes except clone 400# (Burris tires Only,
effective Oct. 15, 2010.) All tires must meet IKF specs and may be slicks or treaded. There is
no limitation to tire preparation.
1.5 Insurance wristbands: All persons entering the track surface or pit area must purchase
and display an insurance wristband. Failure to comply will result in penalties as defined in
section 8.3
1.6 Safety Zones
1.6.1 Only authorized personnel are allowed into these areas. If you do not belong in the
safety zone areas, please stay out.
1.6.2 Anyone who is found in a safety zone without authorization will be warned once.
Following a warning the driver you are supporting is subject to disqualification.
1.6.3 There are designated areas from which you may watch or time the races.
1.6.4 Please obey these rules. They are designed to protect spectators, crew, racers, and
officials.
1.7 Reserved pit stall: Free with membership purchase. All remaining stall are based on a
first come first serve basis.
1.8 Schedule of fees:
1.8.1 Annual Primary membership -$40-Minimum of at least one family member will be
primary member.
1.8.2 Annual associate Membership-$20-Additional family members may purchase
1.8.3 Member race entry fee -$40.
1.8.4 Non-member race entry fee-$60 -this fee applies to all non-members, nonmembers
may apply $20 of this $60 fee towards a membership for 2 races. At that point their
membership is paid in full and may race at the AKA member fee of $40 for remainder of
season.
1.8.5 Additional class entry fee -$25-For single additional class driver.
1.8.6 Additional family member entry fees:

1.9 Rules Changes: If at anytime it is deemed necessary to change a ruling, the rules, or the
by-laws, it can be done so by the Board of Directors as stated in article 7 of the By-Laws.

Once you move up into a
points class, you will remain there.

Visitors
or new members will be required to select a different number if there is a conflict. Any color
number may be used as long as it is readable by scorekeepers and officials. The exception is

that Platinum are reserved for experts per the IKF rules. IKF panels are optional at club races.

2.11 Unlimited classes: Will now be following IKF 2 cycle open rules. Weights will be set by
your engine, single engines will follow IKF 2 cycle open rules. Dual engines will follow IKF
200cc rules. Opens will race on the second race of the month, and will race for 2 cycle open
points.

2.19 Clone Class Engine Claim (ALL)

2.19.1 Engine claim will be $125 Exchange.
A) Any engine may be claimed by another driver in the same entered main event B)
Claiming driver will notify post tech official or Race Director of desired claim within
15 minutes of end of main event
C) Both claiming driver and claimed drivers karts will go directly to post tech
regardless of finishing position
D) In the event 2 separate drivers want the same engine for claim, the driver
finishing in the lowest position of the main event will be granted the claim.
E) Claimed engine parts will include all internal parts as is, carb, among other parts, as
base engine came from factory
F) All bolt on parts, but not limited to, will be returned to claimed driver (header,
engine plate, top fuel pump plate, billet flywheel, throttle links)
G) Claimed engine will be tech’ed prior to claim approval, if found to be illegal, no
claim will be approved. Claimed driver will receive DQ and 50 points only, for race
event should his motor be found illegal

2.20 Refusal of Engine Claim
2.20.1 Any driver refusing claim will pose a penalty of: A) 0 points for race event B)
$100 fine paid to AKA due prior to next entered race event at AKA

2.21 AKA’s Competition age is the highest age of the driver during the racing season (Aug 1 —
July 31) Also, a driver with an attained age may move up to a high age class.

2.22 No Wet Tires on Hot Grid
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3. IKF SAFETY REQUIREMENTS (PER 2010 IKF 105.1.6)
3.1 Helmet: Must be of full face coverage design and must meet one of the following
standards: Snell 2000 SA and M, 2005 SA and M, 2005 K, CMS 2007, CMR 2007, M 2010, SA
2010. SFI specifications SFI24.1, SFI31 .2a, SFI41.2a, 24.1/2005, 31 .1/2005, 41.1/2005,24.1
2010,31.1/2010,41.1/201 O.(ornewerstandardsastheybecome available). Note 2010 is the
last competition year that Snell SA and M 2000 helmets will be legal
3.2 Gloves: are required at all times while racer and kart are on the track
3.3 Jacket: or driving suit of heavyweight leather, heavyweight vinyl material or approved
heavyweight abrasion resistant nylon material
3.4 Pants: Full length pants of above materials or heavyweight denim
3.5 Suits: Fire resistant suits with a SFl rating of 3.2 Al required for all drivers who are
confined within the racing vehicle with seat belts (Quarter Midgets, Cage Karts, etc.)
Appropriate arm restraints are also required.
3.6 Shoes: High top shoes (and socks) must cover the anklebone and be secured as designed.
3.7 Neck collar: including foam insert must be worn while on the track. The neck collar may
not be modified in any manner.
3.8 Chest protection: is required for all racers entered in Jr Jr, Jr Rookie, and all Jr | classes.
(per IKF 105.1.6.3.6, effective March 1, 2006) This device must be certified per SFI Section
20.1
3.9 Pre-tech of Safety Equipment
3.9.1 All required safety equipment must be available with the kart during pre-tech
safety inspection. Failure to provide acceptable safety equipment for inspection will
result in the driver not being allowed to compete during that event. No exceptions will be
allowed.
3.10 Use of Safety Equipment
3.10.1 All required safety equipment must be worn whenever drivers are on the track in
their kart. Failure to wear required safety equipment will result in removal from the track
immediately. No exceptions will be allowed.
3.11 IKF Safety Specifications
3.11.1 All safety specifications of the current IKF rulebook apply.

4. AKA SAFETY RULES

4.1 Consumption of Alcohol
4.1.1 No alcohol is allowed to be consumed in the pits during racing or practice. No glass
containers are allowed on the AKA premises.
4.1.2 Drivers will be held accountable for the actions of their pit crew and team
members.

4.2 No smoking: within 15 feet of the pre-grid and scale areas.

4.3 Operation of other motorized vehicles:
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4.3.1 No riding of bicycles, mopeds, motorized skateboards, etc in the pits (unless
authorized by the Board of Directors)
4.3.2 This rule shall be effective from the beginning of the Driver's Meeting until the
completion of all competition

4.4 Grid Area:
4.4.1 No driving of karts in the pit area.
4.4.2 Karts must be shut off at the scales and pushed to their pit area
4.4.3 Driver must be seated in the kart before they are started in the pre-grid area
(practice or races)

4.5 Entering the Track:
4.5.1 Except as defined below, ONLY track officials are allowed on the track during racing.
4.5.2 In red flag or emergency situations, one parent or crewmember is permitted to
enter the track at the direction of the Race director.
4.5.3 One crewmember per quarter midget is allowed in the infield at the direction of the
Race Director.
4.5.4 The Race Director may authorize crewmembers from other classes to observe from
the center section of the infield.

4.6 New Drivers:
4.6.1 New drivers will start at the rear of the field for three race dates, and display a
colored streamer or orange number plate at the rear of the kart.

4.7 Stalled Karts:
4.7.1 Any kart stalled on the track will be pushed to the infield and remain there until the
race is completed.
4.7.2 Karts in the Jr Jr class will be provided one opportunity to restart their engine under
yellow flag conditions.
4.7.3 In 4 Cycle classes a kart may be stopped on the track by a Race Official. Should a
competitor's motor cease running after the kart is stopped by an Official, the competitor
shall have 90 seconds to restart his/her motor. (IKF 407.7.6)

4.8 Yellow Flags:
4.8.1 Any yellow flag is a full course yellow. No racing to the flag. Karts are restarted in
the order of the last scored lap.
4.8.2 Karts causing the yellow flag shall be penalized by restarting at the back of the field.
If no clear fault can be determined, any kart(s) involved may be placed at the back of the
field.
4.8.3 These decisions are made at the discretion of the Race Director and may not be
protested.
4.8.4 Anyone who does not get into the proper order lineup by order of the Starter or
Race Director will be given a black flag.

4.9 Red Flags:
4.9.1 Drivers causing a red flag due to an accident must leave the track for at least that
race to make sure the driver and the kart are OK for racing.
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4.9.2 The kart must be inspected by Race Officials prior to racing again.

4.10 Black Flags:
4.10.1 Drivers who spin out excessively may be black flagged by the Race Director or the
Starter. This type of black flag is for safety reasons.
4.10.2 Generally a racer will be black flagged following the third spin in which the racer is
determined to be at fault.

5. SCORING, POINTS, AND AWARDS
5.1 Scoring:

5.1.1 AKA will use the IKF method of speedway scoring as defined in the current IKF
Rulebook (section 408 -Speedway Scoring) except as provided in the following sections.
5.1.2 For clarification, any kart taking a green flag in any attempted start of a heat race or
main event start shall be awarded at least last place season points for that race event
unless a flagrant DQ is assessed.
5.1.3 For clarification, any kart taking a green flag in any attempted start of a heat race
shall be awarded at least last place qualifying points (used to determine main event
starting order) for that heat race unless a flagrant DQ is assessed.
5.1.4 At the sale discretion of the race director, any flagrant driving DQ may result in the
loss of all season points for that event. This decision may not be protested.
5.1.5 At the sale discretion of the tech inspector, any flagrant violation in post tech may
result in loss of all season points for that event. This decision may not be protested.
5.1.6 In the event of any starting position or finishing position tie, the correct order will
be determined by giving the better position to the lower pill draw.

5.2 Points:
5.2.1 Season points will be accumulated per IKF Rule 800.12
5.2.2 The season points championship will run from the first points race of the calendar
year until the final points race of the year. At the discretion of the AKA board, from time
to time there may be additional non-points races added to the racing calendar.
5.2.3 Season points will be awarded only for the main event finishing order, subject to
the provisions of the rules. No season points will be awarded for heat race finishes.
5.2.4 AKA will utilize one "throwaway" race for all drivers. Season points tabulations may
not reflect "throwaway" race points until completion of all season points races. Final
season points tabulations and awards will be based on total season points less the season
points from the one "throwaway" race. The "throwaway" race will be the lowest regular
season points race during the racing season for any driver.
5.2.5 The Jr. Rookie class will be awarded points for finishes in the main event as follows:
1°* will take last place points in the main class, 2" will follow 1%, and so on. Any points
accumulated in the Jr. Rookie class will be transferred to the main class if the driver
transfers out of the Jr. Rookie class.
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5.2.6 Three entries are required to make up a senior class. Two entries are required to
make up a junior class. To be eligible for season points and awards the class must run
fifty percent (50%) of the seasons' races. If there are not three senior or two junior karts
entered in a class, participating driver(s) will receive 25 points towards their season
points total.

5.3 Awards:
5.3.1 Both members and non-members may compete for individual race trophies.
5.3.2 Championship Award Jackets will be given to the season points winner in all classes
that make at least one half of the season's points races.
5.3.3 Subject to AKA Board approval, a minimum of three places in each qualifying class
will receive season points awards.
5.3.4 Only club members are eligible for season points awards.

6. TECHNICAL INSPECTION
6.1 Post race scale and tech areas: shall be cordoned off from persons other than the
competitor.
6.2 All karts shall pass a pre-tech inspection: prior to the beginning of the driver's meeting at
each race event. Any kart not completing pre-tech inspection shall not be allowed to
compete.
6.3 Failure to complete pre-tech: before the beginning of the driver's meeting will result in
being placed at the back of both heat races. The main event starting position shall be
determined by the finishing position in the heat races. Pre-tech is closed as soon as the
driver's meeting begins.

6.4 The top four finishers: in each class shall proceed directly from the scales to the post--
tech impound area. Any unauthorized contact between the kart and crewmembers may
result in disqualification.

6.5 All other technical inspection: details are covered by the current IKF rulebook.

7. OFFICIALS/DRIVERS/MEMBERS DUTIES
7.1 Officials: All officials in their assigned duties must be familiar with all rules and
regulations which apply to those duties. The designated officials of an AKA event shall have
and exercise the power of rule enforcement and race supervision as found in these
competition regulations, during the entirety of any event. Officials reserve the right to
prevent any member from participating in any AKA event.
7.2 Race Director: The Race Director shall be that official having complete charge of the karts
while on the track. The Race Director shall disqualify (through signals to the Starter) any
driver who, in their opinion or that of their observers, is in violation of the rules or whose
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kart is or has become unsafe to operate. The Race Director is also in charge of the Starter and
Turn Marshals. The Race Director shall conduct a meeting for all drivers prior to the start of
the event to explain the flags and other competition rules.

7.3 Starter (or Chief Flagman): The Starter shall be the official having complete charge of the
flags. The Starter shall follow the instructions of the Race Director. The Starter's flag signals
are to be obeyed without exception. Further details concerning the Starters' duties are
contained in the IKF rulebook.

7.4 Chief Scorer: The Chief Scorer shall be that official in charge of timing and/or scoring. The
Chief Scorer shall keep the starter informed of positions, laps completed, etc. Each entrant's
kart shall be assigned an identifying number which will be carried at all times during an
event. The number shall be of sufficient size and color to promote accurate scoring. The
entrant shall accept the assigned number or make ready to the Chief Scorer the number the
driver is using, and affix these numbers to their kart-in a manner acceptable to the Chief
Scorer. In addition to the above duties, the Chief Scorer shall insure that the points for the
worst finish of the year for each driver are deducted from their season points total at the end
of the season to allow for one throwaway race.

7.5 Turn Marshals/Flaggers: Flag personnel shall be strategically located around the course
to report any rule infractions or track conditions, etc. to the Race Director. The flag personnel
shall use a yellow flag at the direction of the Starter to signal drivers as to accidents, debris,
fluid or other hazards on their portion of the track.
7.6 Pit Steward: The Pit Steward shall be that official having charge of the pit area. The Pit
Steward shall keep unauthorized personnel out of the area, assign pit spaces and report any
irregularities or rule infractions to the Race Director.
7.7 Technical Director:
7.7.1 The Tech Inspector shall be the official(s) in charge of the post race inspection.
7.7.2 The Tech Inspector shall designate an area where karts and drivers will be checked
for:
7.7.2.1 Minimum class weight
7.7.2.2 Maximum kart size
7.7.2.3 Bodywork specifics
7.7.2.4 Engine legality
7.7.2.5 Exhaust legality
7.7.2.6 Legal attachments of weights
7.7.2.7 Fuel legality
7.7.3 The Tech Inspector shall only check for legality of an engine in respect to the tech
manual and shall not add or delete from it.
7.7.4 The Tech Inspector has the discretion to tech as much as deemed necessary to
assure that the engine is legal in respect to the tech manual.
7.7.5 The Tech Inspector is required to do tech on at least two (2) unrelated tech
procedures.
7.7.6 Entrants are responsible to the Technical Inspector while impound area and are
subject to disqualification if they leave without the Technical Inspector's approval.
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7.8 Driver's Duties:
7.8.1 Drivers will be at all times responsible for their own conduct and the conduct of
their crews. Any offense committed by a crewmember will be chargeable directly to the
driver whether in the pits or on the track. The responsibility also extends to the local
area including hotels, motels, restaurants or any private or public area.
7.8.2 Attendance at all drivers meetings is mandatory. If a driver is not present, they may
be subject to tagging the field or disqualification at the Race Director's discretion. This
also applies to late entries.
7.8.3 Drivers not mud packing will not be allowed to hot lap. Nose pieces and bodywork
may be removed for mud-packing but must be installed prior to hot lapping or racing in
4-cycle classes.

7.9 Member's Duties: All members must sign for the acceptance of the AKA rule book and
must abide by all rules and regulations as stated in this rule book.

7.10 Race Worker Compensation: Any compensation for race workers will be determined by
the board of directors.

8. INFRACTIONS | DEFINITIONS PENALTIES
8.1 The Race Committee, consisting of the Race Director and board designated
representatives, shall interpret and uphold all rules and regulations. This committee shall
observe participant driving habits, supervise all drivers entered in an AKA event and submit a
written report to the AKA Board of Directors on infractions of the rules and unsafe or
unsportsmanlike conduct on the part of any driver.
8.2. Definitions: To eliminate any confusion as to the meaning of the following descriptions,
use the following definitions as guidelines for driver and crew behavior.
8.2.1 CARELESS: Departing from the standard of a reasonably prudent and competent
driver and/or personal conduct.
8.2.2 RECKLESS: Performing an act, or omission which creates an obvious and serious risk
to others without due consideration of the consequences.
8.2.3 DANGEROUS: Performing an act, or omission which creates an obvious and serious
risk to others with deliberate disregard of the consequences.
8.3 Penalties:
8.3.1 The Race Director shall assess penalties for on-track offenses. The Race Committee
shall assess penalties for all other issues except post-tech inspection and as otherwise
provided by IKF rules. The following penalties are available to race officials:

9.5 All protests shall be submitted in writing to the Race Director of the event within thirty
(30) Minutes after the finish of a given race.
9.6 Every effort shall be made to handle all protests at the time of the event where witnesses
can present evidence pertaining to the protests.

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ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION
of
ARIZONA KARTING ASSOCIATION

ARTICLE ONE
1. Name: The name of the association, which is a non-profit Association, under the laws of
the State of Arizona, is and shall be Arizona Kart Association.

ARTICLE TWO
2.1 Purpose: The purpose for which the Association is to establish and maintain an
association for owners, drivers, and pitmen interested in the racing of go-karts and to
provide a central coordinating body for maintaining communication between owners,
drivers, pitmen as well as the community at large. The Association may obtain exhibits,
programs, and the like and contribution, grants, or funds necessary to support its efforts.
2.1.1 The goal of the Association is to promote the public interest in and to improve the
standards of go-kart racing.
2.2 General Objects: The general objects is for the Association is established are solely for
those exempt purposes described in sections 501©(7) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954,
as amended, and specifically do not include pecuniary profit, gain, or private advantage for
the members, directors or officers, of the Association, and it is organized solely for the
religious, charitable, scientific, literary and educational purposes.
2.2.1 No part of the assets or income of the Association shall inure to the benefit of any
private individual, and the Association shall not engage in, nor shall any of its' funds or
property be used in carrying on propaganda or otherwise attempting to influence
legislation. Not withstanding, that the Association shall be authorized to and shall make
reasonable charges for any services rendered by it or any products sold for materials or
publication furnished by it, all funds received by this Association for its services,
materials, publications or otherwise in excess of the cost of its operation shall be held in
trust for the accomplishment of its objects and purposes. Such objects and purposes may
include, in so far as they are within the limitations of sections 501 (c)(7) of the Internal
Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, those goals of the Association at the time engaged
in, remain within the scope of activities permitted by section 501 (c)(7) of the Internal
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Revenue Code of 1954, as amended or shall incidental to such activities. Except to the
extent, the for ongoing objects and purposes shall be given the broadest meaning
possible and shall not be restrictively interpreted.

2.2.2 Removal of Restrictions: Notwithstanding the restrictions imposed at paragraph 3
of this article Two, if section 508(e) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954, as amended, is
amended to remove the requirement that any or all of the such restrictions be included
in the governing instrument of the Association, then such of the foregoing restrictions as
are no longer required, shall be deemed deleted and shall have no further force or effect.
2.2.3 Referenced to the Internal Revenue Code. All references to this Article Two and
elsewhere in these Articles to provisions of the Internal Revenue code of 1954, as
amended, shall be deemed also to refer to such corresponding provisions of any further
Act of Congress as may be submitted for.

ARTICLE THREE
3.1 Initial Business: The charter of the business which the Association initial intends to
conduct in Arizona shall be to operate as a Go-Kart Association to foster the goals set forth in
Article Two. This will be done in the City of Phoenix, Arizona, by the laws of the State of
Arizona.

ARTICLE FOUR
4.1 Conduct of Affairs: The affairs of the Association shall be conducted by the Board of
Directors, and such officers, committees and agents as the Directors may elect. The number
of directors shall be designated by the Bylaws and shall be elected at the annual meeting of
the membership to be held on such date as be specific by the Board of Directors. On death,
resignation or occurrence of any other event which creates a vacancy in a position as
Director, the Board of Directors shall at any subsequent meeting elect an interim Director to
serve for the unexpired term of the vacated Director position. The failure of the Board to fill
any such vacancy shall not invalidate any subsequent act of the Association or Board of
Directors, but the Board of Directors shall at times consist of the number of Directors that
shall not fall below nine if no meeting or the Board of Directors be scheduled within such
sixty day period, hold a special meeting for the purpose of electing such additional Directors
as the Board may choose, so as to increase the number of the directors back to nine, at least
four Directors may be elected to successive terms.
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ARTICLE FIVE
5.1 Capital Stock: No stock or other evidence of ownership or interest shall be issued by the
association and no pecuniary profit shall be paid to its members.
5.2. Membership: The classes of memberships, if any, and the authorized number and the
authorized number and qualification for membership, the voting and other rights and
privileges of each class of membership, and the liability of each and all classes as to dues and
assessments, and the method of collection there of shall be set forth in the Bylaws of the
Association.

ARTICLE SIX
6.1 Debts and Obligations: The private and personal property of the officers, members and
the Board of Directors of the Association shall be forever exempt from the debts and
obligations of the Association.
6.2. Devolution of assets on Dissolution: Upon the dissolution of the Association, whether
such dissolution shall result from voluntary action on the part of the Board of Directors, court
order, or lapse of time, no part of the remaining assets of the Association, after discharge of
all Association liabilities, shall inure to the private profit, benefit or advantage of any director
or former director, but the whole of the remaining assets shall be distributed by the Board in
a cash bank or in kind, in fee, absolutely, and without the possibility of reversion, as absolute
gifts without return consideration, directly or indirectly, in such amounts and proportions as
the Board shall determine, to such charitable, scientific, or educational foundations,
corporation, societies, associations, or institutions as the Board shall select; provided
however, that the area of selection shall be limited to foundations, corporation, societies,
associations, or institutions which by reason of their charitable, scientific or education
purposes have been held exempt from payment of federal income taxes under section 501
(c)(7) of the Internal Revenue Code.

ARTICLE SEVEN
7.1 Statutory Agent: Paul Chambers, whose address is listed in these articles and who has
been a bona fide resident of the State of Arizona for the periods of at least three years
immediately preceding the date here of, is hereby appointed agent of the Association upon
such agent be lawful personal service on the Association. This appointment may be revoked
at any time by the filing of appointment to another agent as provided by law.
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ARTICLE EIGHT
8.1 Indemnification of Directors, Officer Employees and Agents: Subject to provisions there
of, the Association shall indemnify any and all of its existing and former Directors, officers
employees, and agents against all expenses incurred* by them and each of them, including
but not limited to legal fees, judgments, penalties, and amounts paid in settlement or
compromise, which may arise or be incurred, rendered, or levied in any legal action brought
or threatened against any of them for account of any action or omission alluded to have
been committed while acting within the scope of employment as Directors, officers,
employees, or agents of the Association whether or not any action is or has been filed
against them and whether or not any settlement or compromise is approve by a court.

Indemnification shall be made by the Association whether legal action brought or threatened
is by or in the right of association or by any other person, whenever any existing or former
Director, officer, employee or agent shall report to the President of the Association that he
or she has incurred or may incur expenses, including but not limited to legal fees, judgments,
penalties and amounts paid in settlement or compromise legal fees, brought or threatened
against him or her while acting within the scope of his or her employment as Director,
officer, employee, or agent of the Association, the Board of Directors shall, at its next regular
or at a special meeting held within a reasonable time thereafter, deterring in good faith
whether, in regard to the matter invalid to the action or contemplated action,
indemnification shall be mandatory and shall be automatically extended as specified herein;
provided however that the Association shall have the right to refuse indemnification in any
instance in which the person to whom indemnification would otherwise have been
applicable shall have unreasonably refused to permit the Association, at its own expense and
though counsel of its own choosing, to defend him or her in this action.

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Bylaws of Arizona Karting Association

ARTICLE ONE
1. Name: This Association shall be known as the Arizona Karting Association (AKA).

ARTICLE TWO

2. Offices:
2.1 Known Place of Business: The Associations known place of business in the State of
Arizona shall be the address of its statutory agent, or such other address as may be set forth
in a statement filed with the Arizona Association commission in accordance with Arizona law.
2.2 Changes in Known Place of Business: The Association shall have and continuously
maintain in the State of Arizona a known place of business which may be changed from time
to time upon the approval of the Board of Directors of the Association provided, however,
that any such changes be promptly reported to the Arizona Association Commission.

ARTICLE THREE

3. Purpose and Powers: This Association shall operate to accomplish only the purpose or
purposes set forth in its Articles of Association, as amended from time to time, shall have all powers
necessary or convenient to effect such purpose or purposes, without limiting the general purposes
and powers set forth in the Associations Articles of Association, the objectives of the Association
shall include the furtherance and the promotion of the following:
3.1 The highest standards of courtesy and safety on the race track.
3.2 The enjoyment and sharing of goodwill and fellowship engendered by owning a motorized
vehicle which complies with the specifications prescribed from time to time by the International
Karting Federation, Inc. (hereinafter referred to as a "Kart") and by operating and racing a Kart in
such events as may be organized and promoted by the Association.
3.3 The maintenance of the highest operation and performance of Karts through the sharing
of technical and mechanical information.
3.4 The interchange of ideas and suggestions with other Kart Clubs throughout the world and
in such other association efforts as may further the purposes of the Association.
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3.5 The establishment of such mutually beneficial relationships with other Kart Clubs as well
as other organized compatible motor racing; such as dwarf cars, as may further the purposes
of the Association.

ARTICLE FOUR

4. Membership:
4.1 Classes: The memberships shall be divided into two classes.
4.1.1 Basic members
4.1.2 Associate members
4.2 Eligibility: The memberships in the Association shall be restricted to individuals who own
or drive Karts, or who are interested in the accomplishment of the Association's purposes as
set forth in its Articles of Association, Bylaws and rules. In addition, to the forgoing eligibility
requirements applicable to all members, membership of the specific classes shall be
restricted as follows:
4.2.1 A Basic Member: shall be at all times a member in good standing with the Arizona
Karting Association.

4.2.2 An Associate Member: must be a parent, spouse, or child of an individual who is a
Basic Member in good standing. All members must sign for acceptance of rule book and
must abide by all rules and regulations stated forth in the rules and regulations of the
AKA.

4.3 Application and Dues: Any person eligible for membership shall become a member upon:
4.3.1 The acceptance by the Board of Directors of such persons' written membership
application after the same has been submitted in the form required by the Board.

4.3.2 The payment of dues for the fiscal year in the amount of the class, and on such
date as may be prescribed by the Board of Directors from time to time with respect to
the class of membership applied for.

4.4 Obligations: In addition to the payment of dues prescribed by the Board of Directors, the

members of the Association shall at all times observe and obey the rules and regulations

adopted from time to time by the Board of Directors regarding the use othe Association
facilities and the personal conduct of persons attending events sponsored by the Association.

4.5 Privileges: All members of the Association, regardless of class, shall be entitled, on an

equal basis with all other members, to enjoy the rights and privileges of membership subject

to the rules, fees and conditions prescribed by the Board of Directors from time to time with
respect thereto, except as follows:
4.5.1 Family members shall not have the right to vote with respect to any matter which is
referred to or determined by a vote of the membership, unless they are an associate
member.
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ARTICLE FIVE

5. Termination or Suspension of Membership:

5.1 Voluntary: A member may withdraw from membership in the Association by requesting

the Secretary to delete his or her name from the membership rolls. The Secretary may

comply with the request without further authority than this provision of these bylaws.

5.2 Involuntary: A member may be suspended by two-thirds vote of the Board of Directors if:
5.2.1 Such member fails to pay when his or her membership is due for the current fiscal
year.

5.2.2 In the judgment of two-thirds of the Board of Directors, such member engages in
conduct which violates the rules and regulations prescribed from time to time by the
Board of Directors, or which is otherwise detrimental to the best interest of the
Association. Upon written notice of such suspension, the suspended member shall be
afforded reasonable opportunity to be heard, in person or through a representative of
his or her choosing, by the Board for this purpose, concerning the alleged misconduct
which is the basis for such suspension. After such hearing the Board of Directors, by two-
thirds vote, may continue the suspension for a definite period of time, or terminate the
suspension, or expel the member, and the Boards decision shall be final. Upon
suspension or expulsion of a Basic member, the Board may, at its discretion, suspend or
expel any Associate member whose eligibility for membership depends upon the
standing of the suspended or expelled Basic member.

ARTICLE SIX

6. Meetings of Membership:
6.1 Annual Meeting: An annual meeting of the membership shall be held on the first Monday
of November of each year, at the hour of 7:00PM, for the purpose of electing Directors in the
manner provided by thee bylaws and transacting such other business as may come before
the meeting. If the day fixed for the annual meeting shall be a legal holiday in the State of
Arizona, such meeting shall be held on the next succeeding Monday. If the election of
Directors shall not be held on the day designated herein for any annual meeting, or at any
adjournment thereof, the Board of Directors shall cause the election to be held at a special
meeting of the members as soon as may be convenient.
6.2 Special Meetings: Special meetings of the membership may be called by the President,
the Board of Directors, or not less than one-tenth of the members having voting rights.
6.3 Place of Meetings: The Board of Directors may designate any place, either within or
without the State of Arizona, as the place of meeting for any annual meeting of membership
or for any special purpose be otherwise called, the place of meeting called by the Board of
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Directors. If no designation is made or if a special meeting be otherwise called, the place of
meeting shall be the known place of business of the Association in the State of Arizona; but if
all of the members shall meet at any time and place, either within or without the State of
Arizona, and consent to be holding of a meeting, such meeting shall be valid without call or
notice.

6.4 Notice of Meetings: Written or printed notice stating the place, day and hour of any
meeting of members shall be delivered, either personally or by mail, to each member
entitled to vote at such meeting not less than ten or no more than fifty days before, the date
of such meeting, by or at the direction The President, or the Secretary, or the officers or
persons calling the meeting. In case of a special meeting or when required by statute or by
these bylaws, the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is called shall be deemed to be
delivered when deposited in the Unites States mail addressed to the member at this address
as it appears on the records of the Association, with postage thereon prepaid. Any annual or
special meeting of the membership may be adjourned to another meeting if the time and
place thereof are announced at the meeting at which the adjournment is taken, and if the
adjournment is for thirty days or less.

6.5 Informal Action by Members: Any action required by law to be taken at a meeting of the
members, may be taken without a meeting if a consent in writing, setting forth the action so
taken, shall be signed by all of the members entitled to vote with provisions of Section 6.4
hereof.

6.6 Quorum: The members holding one tenth of the votes which may be cast at any meeting
shall constitute a quorum at such meeting. If a quorum is not present at any meeting of
members, a majority of the members present may adjourn the meeting from time to time
without further notice, subject to the provisions of Section 6.4 hereof.

6.7 Proxies: At any meeting of members, a member entitled to vote may by proxy executed
in writing by the member or by his duly authorized attorney-in-fact. No proxy shall be valid
after twenty-five months from the date of its execution.

ARTICLE SEVEN

7. Board of Directors:
7.1 Duties: The affairs of the Association shall be managed by the Board of Directors, which
shall be responsible for determining all matters of policy and proper performance by the
Association's Officers of their respective duties.
7.2 Size of the Board and Qualifications: The Board of directors shall consist of not less than
FIVE(5) or more than NINE(9) individuals. Each Director shall be a resident of the State of
Arizona and a member in good standing of the Association as a condition to holding such
office. The size of the Board of Directors may be increased or decreased within the foregoing
limits, by majority vote of the members present and entitled to vote thereon at any annual
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membership meeting, and such increase or decrease shall be effective on the first day of the
fiscal year of the Association next following the holding of such annual membership meeting.
7.3 Manner of Election: Half of the Directors shall be elected at each annual -membership
meeting by vote of members who are entitled to vote thereon. Each Director elected at an
annual memberships meeting (or deferred annual membership meeting) shall hold office for
a two-year tem commencing upon adjournment of such meeting, and until his or her
successor is elected and qualified. Voting shall be by secret ballot, and "write-in" votes for
candidates not formally nominated shall be valid. The Secretary of the Association shall cause
the results of the election of Directors to be published in the Association's official publication
or newsletter.

7.4 Nominations: The Nominating Committee shall prepare for each fiscal year a slate of at
least one nominee for each position on the Board of directors and shall submit the list of
such nominees to the Secretary of the Association prior to the annual membership meeting
at which the Directors for such fiscal are to be elected. Nominations of other candidates may
be made by any voting member of the Association by submitting the name of any such
nominee to the Secretary of the Association at or prior to the annual membership
committee, the names of all nominees submitted to the Secretary prior to the date on which
such publication or newsletter went to press.

7.5 Annual Meetings: Each annual meeting of the Board is to be held immediately following
the holding of each annual meeting of the membership at the same place as such
membership meeting was held. At the annual meeting, the Directors shall elect officers and
conduct and transact such other business as may be properly brought before the meeting. If
any annual meeting of the Directors is for any reason not held on the date determined as
aforesaid, a deferred annual meeting of Directors may thereafter be called and held in lieu
thereof, at which the same proceedings may be conducted. Any officer elected at the annual
meeting or deferred annual meeting of Directors will hold office for the term of two years
commencing on the first day of the next succeeding fiscal year of the Association, and until
his or her successor is elected and qualified.

7.6 Special Meetings: Special meeting of the Directors may be held whenever and wherever
called for by the President or by the written demand of not less than 30% of all the Directors.
Any written demand by the Directors shall state the purpose or purposes of the proposed
meeting, and business to be transacted at any such meeting shall be confined to the
purposes stated in the notice thereof, and to such additional matters as the Chairman of the
meeting may rule to be germane to such matters.

7.7 Notices: Notices of regular and special meetings of the Directors shall be given to each
Director, orally or in writing, at least twenty-four (24) hours before the time fixed for the
meeting, and such notice shall advise each Director as to the time, place and general purpose
of the meeting, and shall be delivered personally, or by telephone or telegram, or mailed
postage pre-paid, to each Director at his last post office as it appears on the books of the
Association. Any Director may waive call or notice of any annual, deferred annual or special
meeting (and any adjournment thereof) at any time before, during which or after it is held.
Attendance of a Director at any such meeting in person will automatically be evidence of his
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waiver of call and notice of such meeting (and adjournment thereof) unless he is attending
the meeting for the express purpose of objecting to the transacting of business because the
meeting has not been properly called or noticed.
7.8 Quorum: A quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting or adjournment
meeting of the Board of Directors will consist of a majority of those then in office. Once a
quorum has been formed, the Directors from time to time remaining in attendance at such
meeting prior to its adjournment will continue to be legally competent to transact business
properly brought before the meeting, not withstanding the prior departure from the meeting
of enough directors to leave less than a quorum.
7.9 Voting: Any matter submitted to a meeting of the Board of Directors will be resolved by a
majority of votes cast theron.
7.10 Committees: The Board of Directors, from time to time, by resolution adopted by a
majority of the full Board, may appoint standing or temporary committees from its membership
and vest such committees with the powers as the Board may include in its resolution. The Board
of Directors shall select the members and Chairman of each such committee, and may remove
and replace the same at any time at its discretion. The Association shall have the following seven
standing committees:

7.10.5 Publicity

7.10.6 Safety

7.10.7 Preparation
7.11 Presumption of Assent: A Director of the Association who is present at a meeting of the
Board of Directors or of any committee at which action is taken unless his dissent is entered
in the minutes of the meeting or unless he files his written dissent before adjournment
thereof or forwards such dissent by registered or certified mail to the Secretary of the
Association within two business days after the adjournment of the meeting. A right to dissent
will not be available to a Director who voted in favor of such action.
7.12 Action by Directors Without a Meeting: Any action required or permitted to be taken at
a meeting of the Board of Directors, or of any committee thereof, may be taken without a
meeting of all Directors, or Committee members, as the case may be, consent thereto in
writing. Such consent shall have the same effect as a unanimous vote of the Directors or
committee members of the Association at a meeting duly called for and noticed.
7.13 Meetings by Conference Telephone: Any member of the Board of Directors or
committee thereof may participate in any meeting of the Board or such committee by means
of a conference telephone or similar communication equipment whereby all members
participating in such a meeting can hear one another. Such participation shall constitute
attendance in person.
7.14 Reserves: The Board of Directors may establish sinking funds and other reserves from
time to time by resolution for any proper obligation of the Association, provided, however,
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that any funds which are deposited or otherwise committed to the funding of any such
reserve shall be used to defray those obligations authorized in the Board's resolution in
effect at the time of such funding, unless other uses are expressly authorized and approved
by two-thirds of all members of the Association (not merely those members present) at an
annual meeting.

7.15 Privileges: Anyone serving on the Board shall be entitled to free membership.

7.16 Disqualification of Board Members: No one can serve on the Board of Directors of the
AKA while they are owning or controlling a business that is in direct competition with the
AKA. This will make certain that AKA has first priority.

ARTICLE EIGHT

8. Officers:
8.1 Elections and Appointments: The Board of Directors will elect or appoint a President,
one or more Vice-President, a Secretary, and a Treasurer. The regular election or
appointment of officers will take place at each annual meeting, which is the first Monday in
November, but elections of Officers may be held at any other meeting of the Board. No
person shall hold more than one office at the same time. Each officer shall be required to be
a member in good standing of the Association.
8.2 Additional Appointments: In addition to the officers contemplated in 8.1 above, the
Board of Directors may elect or appoint other Corporate or Divisional officers or agents with
such authority to perform such duties as may be prescribed from time to time by the Board
of Directors or by the President.
8.3 Relinquished Duties: If a Board member resigns from the Board but still wants to
continue receiving benefits of membership they will have to buy a full membership.
8.4 Removal: Delegation of Duties: The Board of Directors may, whenever in its judgment
and the best interests of the Association, will be served thereby, remove any officer or agent
of the Association or temporarily delegate his powers and duties to any other officer or to
any Director by two-thirds majority vote done under Robert's Rules of Order.
8.5 President and Vice-President: Unless otherwise specified by resolution of the Board of
directors, the President will be the Chief Executive of the Association, and shall act as
chairman at all meetings of the membership and the Board of Directors. The President will
supervise the business and affairs of their respective duties, subject to the control of the
Board of Directors. One or more Vice-Presidents shall be elected by the Board of Directors to
perform such duties as may be designated by the Board or be assigned or delegated to them
by the Chief Executive Officer. Anyone of the Vice-Presidents as authorized by the Board will
be vested with all of the powers and charged with all of the duties of the President in the
event his or her absence or inability to act. Except as may otherwise be specifically provided
in a resolution of the Board of Directors, the President and any Vice-President are the proper
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officers who must sign on behalf of the Association any deed, Bill of Sale, assignment, option,
mortgage, pledge, note, bond, evidence of indebtedness, application or other instrument of
any significant importance to the Association.

8.6 Secretary: The Secretary shall keep the minutes of the meetings of the membership, the
Board of Directors and any committee, and the unanimous written consents of the board of
directors and any committee of the Association, and will see that all notices are duly given in
accordance with the provisions of these bylaws or as required by law. The Secretary will be
custodian of the corporate records, and in general, perform all duties incident to the office.

8.7 Treasurer: The treasurer will keep full and accurate accounts of receipts and
disbursements in books belonging to the Association, and will cause all money and other
valuable effects belonging to the Association to be deposited in the name and to the credit of
the Association in such Federal Insured Depositories, subject to withdrawal in such manner
as may be designated by the Board of Directors, provided, however that the Treasurer and at
least one other Officer shall be required signatories on all checks and withdrawals drawn on
the Associations accounts; accept mandated by the Board of Directors. He or she will render
to the President and the Directors at each meeting of the Board of Directors an account of all
his or her transactions as Treasurer and of the financial condition of the Association. The
Treasurer shall be responsible for preparing and filing such financial reports, financial
statements and returns as may be required by law. The Treasurer shall insure strict
compliance with the provisions of this section 8.7 in all matters pertaining to the financial
affairs of the Association, and any failure or neglect to perform his or her duties shall be
grounds for immediate expulsion as a member of the Association by the Board of Directors
under Section 5.2.2 hereof.

club bank account. The Treasurer will sign all checks and be responsible for obtaining the
second signature from another authorized Board member. The number of authorized signers
will be determined by the number of board members. No less than 50% and no more than
80% of the Board Members will be authorized signers.

ARTICLE NINE

9. Budget, Contract, Checks, Deposits, and Funds:
9.1 Budget: The Board of Directors will be required to prepare a budget for the upcoming
race season. The budget will be submitted to the general membership at the first meeting
following their appointment to the board.
9.2 Contract: The Board of Directors may authorize any officer or officers, agent or agents, of
the Association, in addition to the officers so authorized by these bylaws, to enter into any
contract or execute and deliver any such instrument in the name of and on behalf of the
Association, and such authority may be general or confined to specific instances. No officer
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or any other person shall be authorized to incur on behalf of the Association any obligation
or indebtedness in excess of fifty (550) dollars without prior approval of the Board of
Directors, except for:
9.2.1 The costs of printing, postage, and stenographic expenses of the Association’s
official publications.
9.2.2 The ordinary and necessary administrative supplies. No personal liability
whatsoever shall be incurred by any such officer or agent by reason of any act taken on
behalf of the Association if such act is properly authorized by the Board of Directors or by
these bylaws. Any officer or person who incurs any unauthorized obligation on behalf of
the Association shall personally indemnify the Association against all liabilities and costs
arising there from.
9.3 Checks, Drafts, Etc: All checks, drafts, or orders for the payment of monies, notes, or
other evidence of indebtedness issues in the name of the Association, and by such other
person or persons (if any) as shall from time to time be designated by resolution of the Board
of Directors.
9.4 Deposits: All funds of the Association shall be deposited from time to time to the credit
of the Association in such banks, trust companies or other depositories as the Board may
select, provided that such deposit is insured by an instrumentality of the United States
Government.
9.5 Gifts: The Board of Directors may accept on behalf of the Association any contribution,
gift bequest or device for general purposes or for any special purpose of the Association.

ARTICLE TEN

10. Amendments: The membership shall have the power to make, amend, and repeal the bylaws
of the Association by vote of a majority of members present at any annual or special membership
meeting at which a quorum is present, provided that written notice of meeting, and provided that
Section 7.14 shall be amended only upon the approval of at least two-thirds of all members. Voting
on any such amendment shall be by secret ballot. Any member may propose an amendment to these
bylaws by submitting the same in writing to the Secretary, who shall cause a copy of the proposed
amendment, together with the name or names of the members who submitted the same, to be
included in the notice of the next annual or special membership meeting.

ARTICLE ELEVEN

11. Miscellaneous:
11.1 Notices: Official notices and communications to the membership or the Directors may
be contained in a newsletter or in such other mailings as the Board of-Directors may
authorize.
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11.2 Fiscal Year: The Associations Fiscal Year shall be the calendar year.

11.3 Indemnification: To the extent permitted by Arizona law, the Association shall
indemnify its Officers and Directors against any and all liability and costs arising from any act
done in good faith on behalf of the Association or in the course of performing their duties.
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
